Issues that you encounter with any of our Laser Link rangefinders are often 

easily solved without returning the unit to Laser Link Golf. In many cases, t h e

r e m e dy can be as simple as changing the battery, and we recommend that

this be done prior to returning the product to Laser Link Golf.

The rangefinder is reading an incorrect ya rd age.

• Replace the battery. C h e ck to see if the low battery indicator (    ) is 

present on the LCD screen. If there is not enough power being supplied 

to the ra n g e f i n d e r, yardage measurements may be compromised.

The rangefinder gets a reading only some of the time.

• First, make sure the reflector is clean and free of any obstru c t i o n s, 

including dirt, mud, or ex c e s s i ve calcium or salt bu i l d u p. Also make sure 

nothing is bl o cking the sending or receiving lenses of the ra n g e f i n d e r, such 

as your finger.

• In many cases, a slight change in user behavior that will make the unit wo rk 

p e r fe c t l y, and using the “ O p e rating Instru c t i o n s ” procedure outlined earlier 

will often solve the probl e m . If you continue to have difficulties getting 

r e a d i n g s, please contact Laser Link Golf for help.

STARTING OUT

The Battery

Your new rangefinder comes equipped with a 9-volt alkaline battery already installed.

It should be ready to use right out of the box .

When the battery runs low on powe r, a low battery indicator (    ) will appear on the

left side of the LCD screen. When replacing the battery, use only a 9-volt a l k a l i n e

b a t t e ry. DO NOT use heavy duty or lithium batteri e s.

O P E R ATING INSTRU C T I O N S

The Double Eagle DE Rangefinder is a “target specific” laser rangefinder that will

only read yardages from Laser Link Golf’s specially designed prism reflector.

Because of this target specific design, the Double Eagle DE is so simple to use that

you will be an ex p e rt the first time you try it. You will always get the reading to the

f l a g s t i ck (not the reading to the trees behind the green), even if your hands are not

p e r fectly steady. The minimum range is 30 ya r d s ; the maximum range is 300 ya r d s.

O P E R ATION NOT E S

• Rapid Fire – The Double Eagle DE Rangefinder has the capability for 

“ rapid fire” u s e. You do not need to wait for a previous yardage 

measurement to clear the LCD screen prior to using again.

• Auto Shutoff – The Double Eagle DE Rangefinder has an automatic 

shutoff function that will automatically turn off the unit after approximately 

6 seconds

• Weather Conditions – Rain will affect perfo rmance only if the unit gets 

water on the inside, or if the rain is falling intensely enough so that it 

completely covers the reflector at all times.

Fog can have an effect on perfo rm a n c e. The thicker the fog, the higher 

the chance for limited ranging capabilities.

Do not expose the rangefinder to extreme heat or extreme cold for long 

p e riods of time. E ve ry d ay use and travel are acceptabl e, and will not affe c t

the rangefinder itself. H oweve r, long-term storage in extreme temperatures 

can have an effect on the ra n g e f i n d e r, battery perfo rm a n c e, and/or battery 

l i fe.

• Water Resistance – The Double Eagle DE casing is water resistant.

H oweve r, DO NOT submerge the rangefinder in wa t e r.

M A I N T E N A N C E

• To clean the lenses and LCD screen, use a soft, clean cloth, such as you 

would use on eye g l a s s e s. Both the lenses and the LCD can be scratched, 

so DO NOT use a hard-bristled bru s h . DO NOT use liquid of any type to 

clean these areas.

• It is recommended that the rangefinder be stored in its carrying case 

when not in use.
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One button does it all…

BATTERY INSTALLATION

To Use:

1 . Hold the Double Eagle DE with the LCD screen facing yo u .

2 . B ring the hand-held unit up to your eye. Aim the scope in the direction of your target.

3 . PRESS AND RELEASE the green button located under your trigger finger. A red dot

aiming reference will appear in the top scope. When the red dot is present, the laser

is firi n g . Flashing “ d a s h e s ” will also appear on the LCD screen indicating that the 

laser is firi n g . If the word “ O n ” appears on the LCD, simply press and release the 

button again and the “ d a s h e s ” will appear. The laser will transmit for 10 seconds.

4 . Align the red dot just above the top of the flag s t i ck , and slow ly trace the red 

dot in an “up and dow n ” motion along the full length of the flag s t i ck . The 

reflector will either be on top of the flagstick, or directly below the flag. The unit will 

read a yardage when the laser hits the target reflector. There is no need to be 

p e r fectly steady, simply get close. DO NOT press the green button again and DO

N OT hold down the bu t t o n ; simply press and release once, and scan the red dot 

along the target flagstick .

5 . The unit will beep twice when your yardage has been calculated.Yardage 

measurement will be displayed for 6 seconds.

* N OT E : The red dot in the scope is simply an aiming refe r e n c e, not the actual laser. By tra c i n g
the red dot down the length of the flagstick – you will then get familiar with the mechanism and 
be able to use the unit with ease.

To install a new battery, slide the battery door on the bottom of the handle to the

open position. When installing the new battery, do so with the receptors facing up,

and with the positive receptor (the smaller of the two receptors at the top of the

b a t t e ry) positioned closer to the front of the ra n g e f i n d e r.

Use only a 9-volt alkaline battery for replacement.
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
